Headway’s Commitment under the European Road Safety Charter

Road traffic accidents are the largest single cause of traumatic brain injuries amongst the users of our service.  Acquired Brain Injury frequently results from road traffic accidents and represents a major source of disability, particularly amongst young people. Acquired brain injury can affect people physically, psychologically, emotionally, socially and financially. Because many people with brain injury make a good physical recovery but still have many psychological problems, it is often referred to as the hidden disability.
1) Headway plan to do 5 awareness raising talks in secondary schools within the next 12 months. The talks on the theme of preventing brain injury will use audiovisual methods and will include testimony from people living with brain injury.

Planning and delivery will be done by Headway staff in Dublin, Cork,  Limerick, Kilkenny. Relevant indicators: Number of talks, number of pupils attending
2) We plan to participate in a “roadshow” programme organised by Axa, a large insurance company in conjunction with the Road Safety Authority, Gardai, paramedical staff and medical professionals. The audience will be transition year students and the focus of the presentation is to influence young driver, cyclist  and pedestrian behaviour to decrease accidents. We will participate in at least two roadshow presentations within the next 12 months.

Planning and delivery will be done by Headway staff in Cork. Relevant indicators: Number of talks, number of pupils attending
3) We plan to develop one video on the theme of brain injury prevention for display on our website over the next 12 months.
Planning and production by Headway staff in Dublin, relevant indicators: Number of website hits, video views.

4) We undertake to develop a new road safety section for our Travel Training manual which we provide for staff and clients for our Community Integration service. 
This will be developed by the Community Integration team in our Cork service.  Indicators: Document produced.
