 THE ACQUIRED BRAIN INJURY FORUM

A forum was established in April 2009 to effectively respond to the needs of people in Kerry who have an Acquired Brain Injury, taking cognisance of the available resources and the service providers in the area. The Forum meets on a monthly basis to discuss all referrals.

The Forum includes members from:

· HSE Disability Services.

· Acquired Brain Injury Ireland, 

· Headway Ireland, 

· Community Health Services

Process of Application
· An applicant form can be accessed through Community health centres/GP/ Hospital/HSE Disability Services.

· On receipt of application, a letter will be forwarded to the applicant advising on the forum and the process from this point on.

· It is established at the forum meeting whether the applicant meets with the criteria for service. A lead agency will now make contact with client to arrange a further meeting and needs assessment. 

(Within this time all reports and information need to be collated, it important to attach any information you have to application form to aid a speedy response.)

· A case review is scheduled and service plan established.

· If the applicant does not meet with criteria for service provision, they will be notified and referred to an appropriate service for their needs with their permission
